Reflection on Passion Sunday….. 
Passion Sunday invites us to journey with Christ from the 
jubilant cries of “Hosanna!” to the solemn silence of the 
cross. It’s a day of contrasts—joy and sorrow, triumph and 
suffering, celebration and sacrifice. As we hold palm branch-
es in remembrance of Jesus’ entry into Jerusalem, we are 
reminded that true kingship is not marked by power and 
pride, but by humility and love. 
 In the Passion narrative, we witness Jesus’ unwaver-
ing obedience to the Father, even in the face of betrayal, hu-
miliation, and death. It challenges us to reflect on our own 
faith: Are we among the crowd that praises Him when it's 

easy, only to fall silent or turn away when the cost becomes high? 
Passion Sunday is a call to remain faithful, to walk with Christ not only in moments of glory 
but also through the shadows of suffering. It prepares our hearts to enter Holy Week with 
reverence, remembering that the path to resurrection always passes through the cross. 
 
A Challenge for Holy Week 
�� Set aside time each day for prayer or Scripture (read Matthew 26–27). 

�� Seek reconciliation with someone you’ve struggled with. 

�� Choose humility and love in a situation where pride or anger usually wins.  

�� Attend Holy Week services with a heart ready to walk with Christ.

Dear Beloved in Christ, 
As we enter into Holy Week, we are invited to walk once more the sacred jour-
ney of Jesus — from His triumphant entry into Jerusalem to the sorrow of the 
cross, and finally to the joy of the empty tomb. 
 This is not just a week of remembrance, but a week of transformation. 
We are called to reflect deeply on the love that led Christ to su�er for our sake, 
the humility that washed the feet of His disciples, and the power of God that 
triumphed over sin and death.  
 In the stillness of Maundy Thursday, the sorrow of Good Friday, and the 
silence of Holy Saturday, let us draw near to the heart of God. Let us come with 
open hearts, ready to be renewed, humbled, and changed. And as Easter 
morning dawns, may we rise with Christ into new life, carrying with us the hope 
and joy that only He can give.  
 I encourage you to take time this week to attend the services, spend mo-
ments in quiet prayer, and reflect on the deep meaning of Christ’s sacrifice and 
resurrection. Let this Holy Week not just pass by, but pass through us — shap-
ing our hearts to be more like His.  
 May this be a holy, meaningful, and life-giving week for you and your 
loved ones.
