Pentecost Sunday — Cycle C
""Come, Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faithful!"

Today we celebrate Pentecost, the day the Holy
Spirit descended upon the apostles, empowering
them to preach the Gospel with boldness. This event,
50 days after Easter, marks the birth of the Church
and the beginning of her mission to the world.

In the First Reading (Acts 2:1-11), the apos-
tles receive the Spirit in wind and fire, and miracu-
lously speak in different languages—uniting people
of many nations. This reminds us that the Spirit
breaks barriers and brings unity.

In the Gospel (John 20:19-23), the Risen Je-
sus breathes on His disciples and says, “Receive the
Holy Spirit.” Before sending them out, He gives
them peace. The same peace and Spirit are offered to
us today.

St. Paul (1 Cor 12:3b—13) reminds us that the Spirit gives each of us differ-
ent gifts for the good of the Church. Whether we serve through prayer, compassion,
teaching, or hospitality, the Spirit works through us all.
