Sunday Reflection.............

Jesus teaches what it means to be happy. (Matthew
5:1-12)

Every year the Church recalls the example, witness, and prayer
of the holy women and men who have been identified by the
Church as Saints. These saints are more than just role models;
they are family members with whom we continue to share rela-
tion, in a bond of prayer, called the Communion of Saints. Eve-
ry year when we celebrate this day, the Gospel we proclaim
recalls for us Jesus' teaching about happiness, the Beatitudes.
We quickly note in this reading that none of those Jesus names
as “blessed” or “happy” are expected . . . the poor in spirit, the
meek, the persecuted. Jesus' blueprint for happiness reflects
little of what the world might call happiness.

What does Jesus mean when he uses the word “blessed?” This
word is sometimes translated as “happy” or “fortunate” or
“favored.” In other words, Jesus is saying that divine favor is
upon those who are poor, who mourn, who are persecuted.
This might have been welcome and surprising news to the
crowds who heard Jesus that day.

The Beatitudes can be understood as a framework for Christian
living. Because of this, it is natural that we proclaim this Gospel
on the Feast of All Saints. Saints are people who lived the spirit
of the Beatitudes as Jesus lived. On this day, we too are chal-
lenged to model our lives on the spirit and promises of the Be-
atitudes.

Here are just a few of the reasons for everyone to use their
envelopes:

Envelopes

° Participation in our Parish: Your use of the envelope when you
come to Mass is the most direct illustration of your active participa-
tion at OLA. The envelope does not have to be filled with money
to be important. By placing the envelope in our collection baskets,
with whatever gifts you may be able to share with your Parish
Family, we are able to reflect your attendance. The attendance is
the first item we are asked to use when setting up letters for Cath-
olic functions, like sponsorship for sacraments, direct assistance
requests, or enrollment in church programs, pastoral letter,
etc. Being a “Catholic in Good Standing” requires illustration of
attendance, and we know that all of our Parish Family deserves to
be considered “good”, if not “amazing”.

° Tracking Giving for Tax Purposes: You all give so generously, with
your time, your talent, and your treasure to our Parish Family. We
want to ensure any giving you provide to our parish is properly
accounted for, especially in the case of your donations. By using
the envelopes, we can properly account for those gifts and provide
an appropriate letter at the beginning of each calendar year for
your tax needs. That can only be accomplished if your donations
are associated to your envelope number.

° Information Changes: From phone numbers to name changes,
sometimes the church is the last to know of a change to your infor-
mation. The envelope is a great way for you to pass on any
changes to your contact information, or any comments you may
have. That way, we can keep in touch with you as part of our Par-
ish Family.
