| Mass Intentlons Jesus appears again to his disciples and shares a meal with them.
FOR THE WEEIK ¢ (Luke 24:35-48)

April 19-25,2021 On the third Sunday of Easter, we con-
tinue to hear Gospel accounts of Je-
sus’ appearances to his disciples fol-
lowing his Resurrection. Today’s read-
ing, taken from the Gospel of Luke,
follows immediately after the report of
Jesus' appearance to his disciples on
the road to Emmaus. This is the event
being recounted by the disciples in the

opening verse of today’s Gospel.

e Consistently in the reports of Jesus’
post-Resurrection appearances, Jesus
greets his disciples with the words,
7:00pm—tAgripina Gemora “Peace be with you.” This is a most appropriate greeting. The disciples have
Friday. April 23 witnessed the death of someone they loved, and they now fear for their own
rriday, Aprilas— lives as well. Peace is what they need more than anything else. Jesus often
7:00pm—tAgripina Gemora connects this greeting of peace with another gift—forgiveness. In today’s
Gospel, this connection is made in the final verses.

Even as they hear Jesus’ greeting of peace, the disciples are startled and

5:00pm —tAgripina Gemora terrified. They are uncertain about what to make of the figure before them
Sunday, April 25t and, quite understandably, they mistake Jesus for a ghost. Yet the figure be-

fore them is not a ghost; Jesus invites them to experience his resurrected
10:00am- body with their senses, to look and to touch. The figure before them is flesh
and bone, still bearing the marks of crucifixion. Although the disciples cannot
forget his suffering and death, peace begins to take root in their hearts, as
5:00pm - their fears turn to joy and amazement.

7:15pm—Community of Our Lady of As further proof of his identity and of his resurrected body, Jesus eats with his
disciples. The disciples have known Jesus best through the meals that he
has shared with them. Descriptions of these meals are a defining element of
Luke’s Gospel. By eating with his disciples after his Resurrection, Jesus re-
calls all these meals, and most importantly, he recalls the Last Supper.

Assumption

Luke’s report of the Last Supper and the meals that Jesus shared after his
Resurrection unveil for us the significance of the Eucharist. Having shared a
meal with his disciples, Jesus now uncovers for them the significance of what
was written about him in the Scriptures. So, too, our celebration of the Mass
is an encounter with Jesus, through the Word and the Sacrament of the Eu-
charist. As Jesus commissions his disciples to be witnesses to what Scrip-
tures foretold, our celebration of the Eucharist commissions us. Like the disci-
ples, we are sent to announce the good news of Jesus’ forgiveness of sins.

PUBLIC NOTICE

Yesterday afternoon, the provincial government an-
nounced further restrictions in an attempt to minimize the
transmission of Covid-19, given the alarming increase in
new cases over the past 10 days. The new measures have
a direct impact on places of worship as part of an extend-
ed stay-at-home order, which will be in place until at least
May 20, 2021.

o Parishes must restrict attendance inside the church
to 10 people, including priests hearing confessions
or a staff member/volunteer required to monitor ca-
pacity restrictions. Due to these measures, public
Masses must be temporarily cancelled. Priests are
asked to celebrate private Mass daily for the inten-
tions of parishioners and for those suffering from
Covid-19.

o Parish offices should continue to operate at Phase 1
— Parish Offices Closed/Significant Operating Re-
strictions. Only essential staff in the office. Employ-
ees should work remotely wherever possible. Parish
offices closed to the public - limited essential ap-
pointments only.
